Class Essay

Today we stand on the threshold of a new frontier of
rapid advancement in both technological and non-material
culture. The Americans of today, the citizens of Natick, of
Massachusetts and of the whole country, are faced with
challenges greater than have ever been faced before. As
our President has said, a new way of life is developing for
a new generation of Americans. Our personal duty as citizens
of this progressive nation is to meet the many and complex
obligations of the new frontier.

We must prepare ourselves in order to contribute to
society rather than becoming impediments of progress. If
our society is to function efficiently and meaningfully, each
of us must strive for the highest possible perfection. To
achieve perfection each person must know himself thorough-
ly. We must know our limits and our failings as well as
our abilities. Conrad had said that man must show “the
edge of his temper and the fiber of his stuff . . . the quality
of his resistance and the secret truth of his pretences, not
only to others, but also to himself." After essessing the
problem, determining the gaps to be filled and the abilities
to be employed, we can chart a proper course for our
improvement. This is a personal obligation. Meeting the
minimal standards which have been established for in-
struction in our schools cannot be constructed as a proper
preparation to meet our obligations. We must become
educated in the otal sense in order to develop fully our
own self-knowledge.

Today the training of scientists, like the development
of any individual, depends largely upon self-perception in
education. We recognize the importance of science in the
development of the new frontier, yet we cannor all become
scientists. Our society requires cooperation and contribu-
tion from all skills and all fields of endeavor. The duties and
obligations of scientists in this new age, nevertheless, are

ones we can all emulate. Even though they work under rigid
rules of procedure, scientists are not forced to blindly obey,
rather they reserve the right to question and, if necessary,
to rebel against unsound concepts. Extreme loyalty without
understanding can easily turn into an imprisoning con-
formity. Complacent and self-satisfied scientists could easily
ruin our new frontier by retarding essential progress.

Even though scientists must frequently question, and
sometimes rebel, others may ask “To what extent should I
question the established order of things?” Many individuals
feel that they do not know enough about the complex
organization of our society to question apparent weaknesses.
The only excuse for questioning the quality of something
is to improve it, not to renounce it. We must examine,
investigate, and build the necessary knowledge to question
the causes of our own weaknesses. Then, we can be bold
enough to express our own ideas and our own feelings con-
cerning the social forces affecting our lives. Bolstered by
the knowledge we acquire we can dare to excel.

The purpose of this cursary examination is not to list
current social weaknesses, but rather to suggest a solution.
Blind conformity, as represented in our society by the grey-
flannel business suit, cliques, political arch-conservatives,
brownstone houses, as well as severely antiquated rules of
conduct and dress, has become a detriment to our current
way of life. Those who follow a creed without reason or
understanding show the depth of their ignorance. The
practice of rigid etiquerte and affected airs, on the other
hand, shows the degree of an individual's pretension and
snobbery. The extent of an individual's lack of imagination
is demonstrated by his desire to follow certain customs
merely because they are "the thing to do." The leaders-to-
be of our country must have both imagination and
iniciative. They canot be pretentious, shallow, or false.
They must possess a vast store of personal knowledge, per-
cepriveness, and ability. A blind follower has none of these
qualities.

In the opposite extreme, blind non-conformity or an
unreasonable rejection of social benefits, is likewise the
antihesis of progress. We cannot allow ourselves to be like
this "beat” generation of radical non-conformists. They re-
ject our rules of life and they set up codes of conducr and
modes of dress more rigorous and demanding than our
own. They fail to subject themselves to an analysis to find
their own faults. Instead, they hide their faults with a
cover of exhibitional non-conformity. Their assumed at-
titudes are merely a pretest to withdraw into themselves, to
become isolated from the rest of society. However, these
concepts have become so popular that numerous “normal”
individuals take special pride in religiously conforming to
this group, striving especially for group acceptance. Thus,
this group, actually conforms to fixed rules more rigid than
they realize. Today there are so many of these individuals
that the old radical elements are searching for new forms of
exhibitionalism. Conformity of this sort leads to mediocrity
and complacency. Today we simply cdnnot afford to be
mediocre.

Our personal new frontier is one of continued
challenges to both our intelligence and to our moral nature.
In order to meet the requirement for progress we must
analyze the causes of possible weaknesses in our social
structure. 'We must also be aware of our abilities, and the
forces available to us to prove our place in the new frontier.

We had members participate again this year in
the musical and the Science Fair.

Seniors Robert Anstey, Pamela Brady, Diane Hawkes,
Patricia Mansell, and Florence Moore took part.
Other new courses include third and fourth year Latin,
World Literature, and an expanded Economics class.

Senior year has been the most hectic and exciting
ever.

The com-
mendable performance, which drew a record-breaking
crowd, starred Gail Mosman, Christie McEnderfer,
Walter DeMelle, and Wayne Wooley.

Graduation brings to a close many memories.
We are deeply grateful to the friends around us with
whom we have shared happy experiences. Yer, today
we leave an even more valued friend than these.
This friend is education. The school with its dedicated
teachers and advisors has had but one purpose: to
guide each student towards the realization of his
potential. There were problems, some of them we
thought would never work out! But help has always
been near at hand, from a parent, a teacher, or a
friend.

If in some way I have managed to arouse a small
feeling of regret at this moment, then my purpose
has been achieved; burt if we feel no elation at the
wonderful future before us, then education has failed.
Although we say goodbye to many old friends, we
shall have new ones to greet. Hopefully, the past few
years have prepared us for the challenges life will
present.

The world we face teems with the abundance
of new ideas and products to make life simpler and
more enjoyable. Yet, the picture is not too rosy when

sixty per cent of the world’s population does not have
an adequate diet and over fifty per cent cannot read
nor write. Why must children starve to death in the
Congo or millions go uneducated in South America
while one of us flies across the country by jet or
watches the World Series in his living room? How
can anyone brag of prosperity or equality when condi-
tions such as these exist?

Perhaps more pressing than these troubles is the
international situation. This past year has brought
incidents of Communist intervention in Latin Amer-
ica, Africa, and the Far East.

The inhabitants of these
countries shall not be free to speak and write their
own ideas, to think as individuals, and to choose their
own government if such intervention is allowed to
continue. Communism suppresses the rights and
freedoms to which all men are born, Red China, as
well as the Soviet Union, openly and emphatically
declares that one day the entire globe shall be
deminated by Communism.

We must not allow these problems to discourage
us. Hope does exist and this hope must be manifested
by our actions. We cannot solve these difficulties ac-
cording to any formulas of the past. Half-hearted
efforts cannot hope to succeed today. Only the high-
est standards of moral, spiritual, intellectual, and
physical strength can ensure a secure future. Indeed,
that ancient law of nature — the survival of the fittest
— demands revision! The task before us is to outfit
the majority for survival.

Sitting here are the teachers, scientists, diplo-
mats, clergy, and medical people of tomorrow. Just
as important to survival are the servicemen, house-
wives, businessmen, and factory workers. Every
individual has an important part to play in the destiny
of man. It is our solemn duty to apply those high
standards to each respective field. Let us hope that
one day men will act with dignity as individuals, with
respect for the opinions of others, and with love for
all mankind.
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
